Once all three portions of the assignment are complete,
keep them in a folder or portfolio to hand in during the first week of school.

Category 1 - Reading:
0. Choose a novel of your choice and complete the Major (Works Data Sheet attached at the
end of this assignment. Novels shoold be at least 150 pages in length and arovnd yoor

lexile level.

b. Choose a novel of your choice and complete the Ilustrated Quotes worksheet attached at
the end of this assignment. Quality is valued for this, do not worry about having imperfect
artistic ability, thovghtfolness counts!

Category 2 - Analysis:

a. Write a short analytical essay about the novel of your choosing from Category 1 that
addresses the following question: What is the central idea of the novel? How does the
author create conflict and enhance the story through creative literary elements of writing?
Your response must be approximately 325 words and should include at least 1 quote
from the text. (Reminder - creative literary elements of writing include but are not limited
to: simile, metaphor, foreshadowing, irony, clifthangers, rising action, climax, falling action,
tone, mood, etc.)

b. Write a short report on current events affecting modern society. What is happening in our
world? What event(s) do you deem newsworthy enough to analyze and respond to? In a
short response essay, discuss the current event and the impacts it has on society. Some
questions to think about: how does the issue affect you as an individual? How does the
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issue affect your local community? How does the issue affect our nation? How does the
issue affect the world, does it have international repercussions? How could the issue be
fixed, do you have any ideas or suggestions? Your response must be approximately 325
words and should discuss at least one news article directly.

Haiku - This ancient form of poem writing is renowned for its small size as well as the precise

punctuation and syllables needed on its three lines. It is of ancient Asian origin. Haikus are

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composed of 3 lines, each a phrase. The first line typically has 5 syllables, second line has 7 and the

3rd and last line repeats another 5. In addition there is a seasonal reference included.
